Ministerôs letter 

Iôm delighted that Church Council (and the majority of Trustees ï all those 

Trustees present at the Church Council meeting) voted unanimously in May to 

advertise for a youth worker on the basis of the pledges made.  On 4 June, 

after the 10am service, Church Council is asking a special Church Meeting to 

ratify this decision.  Please do come along to this important meeting.   

This is a significant and important step for us and for the community now and 

for the future.  We have received pledges from 31 households and have 92% 

of the total estimated figure needed of £2,100 per month.  This will cover the 

on-costs and salary.  Please do make a pledge if you havenôt already so we 

can exceed the total.  Exceeding should enable us to attract someone with 

more experience. Please hold this whole process in your prayers as we press 

on, as Paul says in Philippians 3:12, to take hold of that which Jesus has 

taken hold of us.  This is an exciting step to be taking.  It does mean we need 

to stepping out in faith for the way forward and the right person to come to 

Trinity.  Thank you to everyone who has been able to pledge.  It has been 

encouraging to see how so many of us are supportive. 

As we focus on a new post, I want to thank our faithful team at Trinity who 

keep the show on the road and go the extra mile frequently.  I get into 

dangerous territory if I start to name names as Iôll definitely not manage to 

include everyone who should be included.  There is, suffice it to say, a very 

long list of people who give so much.  It feels wrong when we question why 

we struggle to fill some vacancies if we stop and ponder how much is done by 

a large number of us.  We need to keep checking ourselves that what we do, 

and which posts we think we need, are in fact on Godôs priority list for Trinity.   

With this in mind, Iôve said to Church Council that we will review our vision in 

the autumn.  We need to make sure we are doing a few things and doing them 

well.  Iôm excited at the prospect of doing this.  I donôt believe there is anything 

fundamentally at odds with the essence of our vision, but I recognise we need 

to refresh and recast it to increase and improve the extent to which we catch it 

and run with it.   

As I write we are mid-way between Ascension and Pentecost and the Global 

Wave of Prayer is mid-way too.  We are also 10 days before the General 

Election and itôs been a week since the massacre in Manchester!  What a 



 
 

world we live in!  What a to-do list we have! God sent His Holy Spirit to assist 

the Christians in the early church nearly 2000 years ago.  He knew what He 

asked them to do, in His name, wasnôt going to be possible without some help!  

Itôs the same today for us here at Trinity and for Christians across the world.  

We still have access to Holy Spirit ï because we need it: we canôt do without 

the Holy Spirit.  With all that we see and hear about in the world around us, 

and with all we seek to do in Trinityôs name, and as individual followers of 

Jesus, how much do we depend on and embrace the Holy Spirit?  What does 

the Holy Spirit mean for us?  This is a time-honoured debate and one that 

remains very current.  Can you be asking these questions in your own lives?  

We need to keep doing this at Trinity, and working out and trying out how to 

do this.  It feels like there is so much untapped power and potential! 

Jo and I are off on our summer break mid-June for 2 weeks.  We are heading 

back to Cyprus again, and are looking forward to it.  On our return we head 

straight up to Staffordshire where I have the pleasure of taking Vronwyn 

Hutchôs daughterôs wedding on Sunday 2 July.  Whilst Iôm away thereôll be a 

combination of visitors, as well as mainly Chris from the home team, taking 

services.  My thanks to him and them, and everyone who participates in our 

services.

Dear All, itôs been while since providing an update regarding ReadiFood so 
here goes! 
 
ReadiFood are located in Boulton Road, Reading in a warehouse with office 
space above accommodating all the FAITH Reading activities & enabling 
them to store equipment for ñbed 4 the nightò. There is hard standing space for 
the mobile Tea Bar & recently they took delivery of new vans courtesy of the 
Toyota garage just along the road from the warehouse. They are issuing 160 
food parcels a week to single people; couples & families covering the ñgreater 
Readingò area including Earley & Lower Earley. Sounds a frightening number 
of parcels doesnôt it in an area rated as one of the best places to live in the 
UK? If anyone watched the film ñI, Daniel Blakeò or is watching the storyline in 
Eastenders at present around the character Denise, then it becomes clearer 
how relatively easy it is to end up in a food poverty situation. 
 
So, a very big ñthank youò to everyone making donations in the crates in the 
hall & vestibule at Trinity. Also, it was great to have folk join in the idea of a 
reverse Advent Calendar during December; Advent calendar donations; a Tin 
a day during Lent & Easter Egg donations. 
 
At present there is a big need for biscuits; tinned potatoes & pasta sauces. 
Also, donations of supermarket bags or bags for life a greatly appreciated as 
the parcels have to be sent out in something. 
 
If youôre interested in getting involved in helping at the warehouse anytime 
please get in touch. Generally jobs involve date checking & putting away 
donations; sorting out plastic bags ready for packing; making up food parcels 
& stock rotation.  
 
Another opportunity to get involved is via their Supermarket collections. Both 
Tesco & Waitrose are immensely supportive in the local area for collection 
days. These are generally run over a weekend. You can sign up for just a 1 



 
 

hour slot. The most local collection point is Waitrose at Woodley with 
collection dates planned for July 22nd & 23rd and 18th & 19th November. More 
information about supermarket dates can be found on the website where you 
can also sign up. 
 
Quite a few companies are now organising volunteer days as well, with most 
recent team visits from Thames Water & Ellaôs Kitchen. If you are working & 
your company would be interested then please get in touch.

PLEASE HELP! 
 

I am trying to help two friends of mine and 
their new son Oliver, who was born on the 
31st of January. Within minutes of birth 
Oliver had difficulty breathing so was 
rushed to the neo-natal intensive care unit 
where it was discovered he had a large 
mass within the wall of his heart and 
further diagnostics were needed. 
 

The next day he was transferred to Southampton General Hospital where he 
was diagnosed with a Cardiac Fibroma in the left ventricle wall of the heart. 
This means that he has a mass in the left side of his heart which is larger than 
his heart itself. This type of tumour places Oliver at risk of heart arrhythmias 
which are life threatening. 
 

Oliver had suffered three separate ventricular tachycardia and each time he 
was sedated and shocked back into rhythm.  A heart breaking experience for 
any parent to witness. 
 

This type of tumour is extremely rare and the NHS do not have the experience 
or expertise to remove the tumour. A number of cases have been reported in 
America, mainly at Boston Childrenôs Hospital where 20 children presented 
with this condition and all underwent surgery. All 20 patients survived the 
surgical removal of the tumour and were Ventricular tachycardia free following 
surgery. 
 

As the NHS are unable to offer this to Oliver, his parents are desperate to 
raise £200,000 to take him to Boston for this life saving treatment so that our 
beautiful little man has the chance of a long and happy life.
