But, of course, we don'’t always understand
fully what happens, or why some things work or happen as they do, and this
can be frustrating and hard at times. However, as much as we would like to
know sometimes, we are not God and we need to do as Phil Cooke said in a
UCB reading recently, ‘| have to believe that God'’s in control, and for me to
always demand answers is to assume His role. I've decided to sit back and let
Him be God and let me be me.’

That isn’t always easy for our doubts and worries can get in the way and we
can miss the gift that God gives to us in each day (Ecclesiastes 9:9 MSG). |
think this can be the case as we come out of summer and into autumn — a
new term for many, the evenings closing in, Christmas racing up on us! The
same UCB reading encouraged its readers to get on and make the most of the
journey. It said, “Your life is here and now, your family is here and now, your
marriage is here and now, your career is here and now. The journey takes
place every day, and you can find meaning when you search for a greater
purpose. You can find small joys every day if you have eyes of faith. Solomon
recognised that ultimately we all end up at the same destination - the grave.
The only difference lies in how much we enjoy the journey. Instead of
obsessing over the things you can’t control, focus on what you can control and
leave the rest to God.”

There’s a great challenge here for each of us, and it ties in with our autumn
series which is looking at God’s Kingdom coming and His will being done. For
this to happen we need to trust God and allow Him, through the Holy Spirit, to
change us on the inside, with little steps. What we need to do is come to the
Father just as we are and allow Him to mould us and shape us for this is what
He loves to do. A great tweet from Christine Caine sums this up. She says,
“We can always come to Jesus just as we are. No pretence. No hiding. But
when we truly follow Him, it is impossible to stay as we are.” So as autumn
gets a grip and Christmas speeds towards us, can we find joy in the journey

Although it may seem a long way away now, in reality the church fair is quickly
approaching and 8 tables have already been booked and paid for. The
success of the day depends on the generous help offered by everyone at
Trinity on the day, and it needs almost everyone to be involved for the event to
run smoothly. So, | am asking you to consider if you could help.

Please can you sign up on the sheet at the back of the church — or have
aword with me - if you are able to help in ANY of the following ways on
5" November?

e Master of Ceremonies: One person (or possibly two sharing) needed all
afternoon to announce the opening of the fair, announce the raffle — and
encourage people to spend their money and buy raffle tickets

e Refreshments: Atleast 6 people (preferably 9) needed for an hour or an
hour and a half each, to serve refreshments and wash up (using the
dishwasher), and tidy away. [Slots from 12.30to 2 p.m., 2to 3 p.m. and 3
to4 p.m.]

e Refreshments for stallholders: Two people needed to take tea and
coffee to the stallholders during the afternoon.




Selling entry and raffle tickets: At least 6 people who are happy to deal
with cash needed for an hour or an hour and a half each, to sell entrance

and raffle tickets at the front door. [Slots from 12.30to 2 p.m., 2to 3 p.m.
and 3to 4 p.m.]

Manning Trinity Cake Stall: At least 6 people needed for an hour or an
hour and a half each, to man the cake stall (although it sometimes sells out
early so those on later slots may have less to do). [Slots from 12.30 to 2
p.m.,2to 3 p.m.and 3to 4 p.m.]

Manning the Trinity White Elephant Stall: At least 6 people needed for
an hour or an hour and a half each, to man the White Elephant stall. [Slots
from 12.30to 2 p.m., 2to 3 p.m. and 3to 4 p.m.]

Setting up tables: At least 6 people to bring tables over from the Salvation
Army as well as setting up our own tables according to the table plan on the
day — from 9.30 a.m. for about an hour (often less when we all pull
together), which Richard Cocks has kindly offered to co-ordinate.

Clearing away tables: If you can sign up, that will be great, but I'll be
asking anyone remaining at the end of the fair to help, too.

Counting the money: At least 2 people to help at the end of the fair.

Locking up: One person to stay to lock up the church

Nearer the time I'll also be looking for offers of good quality bric-a-brac, home-
made cakes, raffle and tombola prizes and good quality second hand toys to
sell on the day.
